Yves the following are from my translation of report 342 and 343: Copyright 1998 by Stewart Bryant.  

“The last reserves, (Engineer Battalion 352) was, therefore, subordinated to the 916th Infantry Regiment  with a view to narrowing in that bridgehead first of all after the necessary regrouping, and to remove it altogether by a counterthrust from the West toward the East.  The intention of the Division, to employ to that end also the Replacement Training Battalion 352, was not practicable, since the companies of this battalion were being reconstituted, bur not yet available, in the evening of 6 June.”

“On June 7th, after regrouping its forces at night, the 916th Infantry Regiement  (center) was ordered to reduce the enemy bridgehead with a counterattack against St. Laurent by way of Vierville.  For this purpose the Engineer Infantry Battalion 352 was brought up to (35) Louvieres via Ferneaque and Algnerville,  and put under the command of the Infantry Regiment 916 (center).  Moreover, the Regiment was ordered to coordinate with two anti-aircraft artillery battalions (one light and one heavy) of the Anti-aircraft Artillery Regt. 1, which was employed, (artillery against ground targets, and as anti-aircraft combat artillery) had to ensure in the district north of Formigny.”  

      “Toward 0900 the 916th Gren. Regt.  (center) sector  reported that its counter attack upon Vierville was making progress. It has been possible to push the enemy to the extreme northern part of Vierville.  Our own attack from Vierville to St. Laurent has begun with elements of the 352nd Pioneer Bn.  The losses in Vierville were described as considerable on both sides.  A telephone conference with the commander of pocket resistance WN76 (Pointe et Raz de la Parcee) confirmed the report of the (1) report of the 916th Gren Regt. and disclosed that all through the night up to this very moment, the enemy continued unloading, including tanks and artillery,  virtually undisturbed.”  

      “In the center regimental sector (916th Gren Regt ) it was possible to push in the shoulders of the St.-Laurent bridgehead.  But the reinforced 916th Gren Regt suffered considerable losses and was so weakened physically and morally because of  enemy superiority in men and material (bulk of this was the American VA.C. ) that by June 8th, counterattacks could no longer be continued.  Rommel’s tactics of immediatly annihilating or  repulsing the enemy off shore could no longer be employed in the the 352d Inf. Div.sector.”

“About 0000 hours (June 8th?) the Division HQ received a detailed Allied invasion plan captured in  Vierville which could make the situation much clearer.  In my opinion this  extensive operation order disclosed that the invasion plan was far beyond the scope of  the American VA.C.   I admit that I, along with my division commander did not have time to study this operation order in detail. But as far as I can remember, this order covered every detail from D-Day to D+17 day and contained a lot of information on organization, armament, assignment, tactical intentions, radio plans, etc.”
